Cinnamon (Cinnamomum verum and Cinnamomum cassia) is a promising treatment for
the management of type 2 diabetes in clinical practice. It contains active substances such as
cinnamaldehyde, which have a positive effect on carbohydrate metabolism and blood sugar
levels. Studies show that cinnamon can improve tissue sensitivity to insulin and help reduce
fasting glucose levels, as well as reduce glycated hemoglobin (HbAlc). [12; 34-36-s, 14; 51-

Additional positive effects of cinnamon include antioxidant and anti-inflammatory
effects, which may be useful in preventing diabetes complications such as cardiovascular
disease. Cinnamon also has a positive effect on the lipid profile, reducing total cholesterol and
triglyceride levels, which reduces the risk of atherosclerosis in patients with diabetes. However,
the use of cinnamon in therapeutic doses requires caution and supervision by specialists, as long-
term use in high doses can lead to side effects associated with the coumarin content. Cinnamon
(Cinnamomum verum and Cinnamomum cassia) is rich in biologically active compounds that
determine its healing properties. The main components of cinnamon include: Essential oils -
make up about 1-5% of cinnamon, of which the main component is cinnamaldehyde, which
gives the spice its characteristic aroma and taste. It also has antioxidant, anti-inflammatory and

Phenolic Compounds — Cinnamon contains flavonoids such as quercetin and
proanthocyanidins, which have strong antioxidant properties, protecting cells from oxidative
stress. Coumarin — Found in cassia and to a lesser extent in Cinnamomum verum. Coumarin has
an anticoagulant effect, but in high doses it can be toxic to the liver and kidneys. Polysaccharides
— For example, mucilagens, which have an anti-inflammatory effect, beneficial for mucous
membranes. Vitamins and Minerals — Cinnamon is rich in potassium, calcium, magnesium, and
also contains vitamin C, vitamin K and B vitamins, which are beneficial for the overall
metabolism of the body. Tannins — have astringent properties and help with inflammation and
diarrhea. Due to its unique composition, cinnamon is used both in cooking and in medicine for
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the treatment and prevention of various diseases, including diabetes, infections, inflammatory
and cardiovascular diseases. [17; 72-78-s, 20; 10-15-s, 27; 168-170-5].

Materials and methods. The dynamics of the study was carried out in the vivarium of
the Bukhara State Medical Institute in 2024. For the experimental study, 60 white male rats
weighing 130-150 g were selected. All laboratory animals were obtained from the same
vivarium and were of the same age. The vivarium buildings were cleaned every morning, the
work on cleaning the cages and vivarium buildings was carried out in clean special clothing.
Until the end of the experiment, the corpses of dead animals were buried in the ground,
disinfected with a 20% chlorine solution according to the ICT for the disposal of dead laboratory
animals. All groups are formed simultaneously. Care for laboratory animals participating in the
experiment corresponded to age, sex, weight, storage and feeding conditions.

The first group (intact) control group of 20 rats was fed a standard diet with normal
amounts of sugar so that the scientists could compare the results with the other groups.

The second group of 20 rats received an average of 12-14 ml of sugar water per day in
their diet. This corresponds to 100 g of body weight. This solution is given for 1 month.

Consuming too much sugar can have harmful effects on various body systems, especially
over the long term. Sugar is high in calories and easily digested, which can lead to weight gain.
Excess sugar, especially in drinks and foods with added sugar, can contribute to the
accumulation of fat deposits, especially in the abdominal area.

A third group of 20 rats also consumed the same dose of sugar, but in this case they
received 5 ml of carnitine in their diet once a day during the morning meal for 1 month.

Annotatsiya.

Banklarning mohiyati va funksiyalari, shuningdek, bajaradigan operatsiyalari va
ko‘rsatadigan xizmatlari ularning iqtisodiyotdagi rolini belgilab beradi. Banklarning
igtisodiyotdagi roli deganda asosiy e’tiborni ularning vujudga kelish omillari, rivojlanish
jarayonlari va bajaradigan operatsiyalariga garatish lozim. Banklarning roli ularning
funksiyalari kabi ma’lum darajadagi xususiyatlarga egadir. Banklar mulkiy jihatdan ganday
shaklda tashkil topgan bo‘lishidan gat’iy iqtisodiyotda umum ahamiyatga ega bo‘lgan
operatsiyalarni bajaradi. Shu bois ham banklar ganday mulkiy shaklda yoki ixtisoslikda tashkil
topgan bo‘lishidan gat’iy nazada, ular igtisodiyotda alohida ahamiyat kasb etadi.

Banklarning igtisodiyotdagi roli xususida so‘z ketganda, dastlab jamiyatda ularning
bajaradigan operatsiyalarini zarurligi va turlari, shuningdek, xo‘jalik yurituvchi subyektlar va
aholining ularga bo‘lgan ehtiyoji doirasida so‘z yuritish magsadga muvofiq. Bularning barchasi
banklarning igtisodiyotdagi ahamiyatini anglatadi.

Bank - bu moliyaviy muassasa bo‘lib, jamiyatdagi vaqtinchalik bo‘sh pul mablag‘larini
tegishli shartlar bilan jalb etib, ushbu mablag‘larga ehtiyoji mavjud bo‘lgan yuridik va jismoniy
shaxslarga qaytarishlik, muddatlilik, to‘lovlilik va ta’minlanganlik asosida kredit beradigan va
ular uchun turli vositachilik xizmatlarini ko‘rsatuvchi tijorat tashkilotdir.

Boshga bir adabiyotda, bank - tadbirkorlik faoliyatining o‘ziga xos turi bo‘lib, uning
faoliyati ssuda kapitalining harakati, ya’ni ularni jalb qilish va joylashtirilishi bilan bevosita

bog‘liqdir, degan fikr ilgari suriladi.

Bankir ssuda kapitalistidan farqli o‘laroq, turli ko‘rinishdagi xizmatlarni taklif etadi va
pul aylanmasini tashkil qiladi. Ssuda kapitalisti ishlab chiqarishni o‘z kapitali hisobidan
moliyalashtirsa, bankir ushbu jarayonni chetdan jalb qgilingan begona shaxslarning mablag‘lari
hisobidan amalga oshiradi.

Albatta, banklarning iqtisodiyotdagi ahamiyati juda ko‘pqirrali bo‘lib, ularning
asosiylari quyidagilardan iborat:

+  jamiyatdagi vaqtinchalik bo‘sh pul mablag‘larni tegishli shartlar asosida o‘ziga
jalb etadi;

+  pul aylanmasini tashkil etadi va uning tartibini belgilaydi;

+ igtisodiy munosabatlarga kirishuvchi subyektlar o‘rtasida hisob-kitob va
to‘lovlarni amalga oshirishda vositachilik giladi;
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4+  bozor ishtirokchilariga turli darajadagi komission va maslahat xizmatlarini
amalga oshiradi;

+ aholiga va mijozlarga trast va depozitar xizmatlarini taklif etadi.

Banklarning igtisodiyotdagi rolining asosiy jihatlaridan biri, jamiyatdagi vaqtinchalik
bo‘sh pul mablag‘larini jamg‘arish asosida ularni iqtisodiyotning tegishli tarmoglariga gayta
tagsimlashda namoyon bo‘ladi. Ma’lumki, jamiyatda faoliyat yurituvchi xo‘jalik
subyektlarining asosiy maqsadi igtisodiy foyda olishga garatilgan. Shu bilan birga, ishlab
chiqgarish jarayoni turli tarmoqgda turlicha bo‘lganligi bois, ma’lum davrda ayrim xo‘jalik
yurituvchi subyektlarda ishlab chigarish jarayonini rivojlantirish uchun go‘shimcha moliyaviy
mablag‘larga ehtiyoj tug‘ilsa, ayrimlarida aksincha.

A. Aholi va mijozlarning banklarga bo‘lgan ishonchining mustahkamligi. Xalgaro
bank amaliyoti va mustagillikdan keyin bosib o‘tilgan qisqa davrda yig‘ilgan tajribalarning
natijalari shuni ko‘rsatmoqdaki, bozor igtisodiyotining asosiy o‘zagi asosan 0‘zaro ishonch va
halollikka tayanadi. Agar mazkur holatni aholi va mijozlarning banklarga bo‘lgan ishonchi
yo‘qolishi bilan bog‘lab ko‘radigan bo‘lsak, banklarga nisbatan ishonch yo‘qolishi ogibatida
ularning jamiyatdagi rolini pasayishiga olib keladi.

B. Mamlakatda qonun ustuvorligini ta’minlash va bozor mexanizmlari
samaradorligini oshirish lozim. Tijorat banklarining xo‘jalik subyektlariga kreditlarni berishda,
mijozlarning naqd pullarga bolgan talabini gondirish dolzarb masalalardan hisoblanadi.
Bularning barchasi banklarning iqtisodiyotdagi rolini yanada oshirish lozimligidan dalolat
beradi.

Banklarning iqtisodiyotdagi rolini oshishi yoki pasayishiga nafagat ularning say-
harakatlari, balki milliy igtisodiyotning va darajasi rivojlanganlik ragobatbardoshligi bevosita
ta’sir giladi. Chunki, banklar milliy igtisodiyotdan ajralgan holda, alohida subyekt sifatida
samarali faoliyat yuritishi mumkin emas. Masalan, banklarning asosiy faoliyat turlaridan biri
muomalaga pulni emissiya gilishini oladigan bo‘lsak, muomalaga emissiya gilingan pul massasi
tovar massasi bilan ta’minlangan bo‘lishi lozim. Aks holda, milliy valyutaning inflyatsiya
darajasi oshishi bilan birga, uning sotib olish qobiliyati pasayib ketadi. Demak, muomalaga
emissiya gilingan pullar tegishli tovar massasi bilan ta’minlangan bo’lishi lozim. Bu oz
navbatida igtisodiyotda ishlab chigarish va tovarlar aylanmasi samaradorligi ta’minlanganligini
talab etadi.

Demak, igtisodiyotda tovar massasi va pul massasi o‘rtasidagi muvozanatlikning
ta’minlanishi, birinchidan, bankning iqtisodiyotdagi rolini oshirsa, ikkinchidan, milliy
igtisodiyotning samaradorligini ta’minlashga xizmat giladi. Birog, bu muvozanatlikni
ta’minlanishiga gator obyektiv va subyektiv omillar ta’sir giladi.

Masalan, 90-yillarning oxirlarida Rossiyada, shuningdek, qator sobiq ittifoq
respublikalarida, shu jumladan malakatimizda ham pullarni muomalaga chigarish hajmi ishlab
chigarish hajmidan sezilarli darajada pasayib ketdi. Buning natijasida ishlab chigarish
jarayonida uzilishlarni vujudga kelishiga, shuningdek, xo‘jalik yurituvchi subyektlar o‘rtasida
debitor kreditor summalari migdorining sezilarli darajada oshib ketishiga olib keldi.

Banklarning mamlakat iqtisodiyotiga ta’sirini, ya’ni ularning rolini real sektorni
kreditlash munosabatlari misolida ham ko’rishimiz mumkin. Mamlakat real sektori
ishtirokchilari bank kreditiga nisbatan doimiy ravishda ehtiyoji mavjud bo’lib, ushbu ehtiyoj
aynigsa, igtisodiy ingiroz sharoitida ortib ketadi. Ingiroz sharoitida iste’mol tovarlarga nisbatan
talabning hamda tovar va xizmatlar bahosining pasayishi, davlat buyurtmalari hajmining
gisgarishi, debitorlarning to‘lovga layoqatsizligi korxonalarda qo‘shimcha moliyaviy
resurslarga bo‘lgan kuchli talabni paydo bo‘lishiga sabab bo‘ladi. Albatta, ushbu talab
to‘lig‘icha banklarning kreditlari hisobidan gondirilishi, birinchidan, magsadga muvofig emas.
Ikkinchidan, banklarda igtisodiy ingiroz sharoitida ushbu ehtiyojni gondirish uchun yetarli
moliyaviy resurslarning taqchilligi paydo bo‘ladi.

Bundan tashgari, eng muhimi banklar tomonidan berilgan kreditlarning to‘lig
qaytmaslik xavfi, ya’ni kredit riski vujudga keladi. Shu bois, igtisodiy ingiroz sharoitida
banklarning kreditiga talab yuqgori bolsada, banklar kredit quyilmalari hajmini oshirishga
moyillik sezishmaydi. Bu banklarning igtisodiyotdagi rolini pasayishiga emas, balki banklar
ham tijorat muassasa sifatida asosiy e’tiborini igtisodiy manfaatdorlik olishga garatishini, eng
muhimi banklar risk asosida kredit sifatida beradigan mablag‘lari 0‘z mablag‘lari emas, balki
chetdan jalb qgilingan boshga shaxslarning mablag‘lari hisobiga faoliyat yuritayotganligini
unutmaslik lozim.

Xulosa.
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Xulosa o‘rnida ta’kidlash mumkinki, banklarning iqtisodiyotdagi roli nafaqgat
banklarning o°ziga, balki milliy igtisodiyotning rivoji va raqobatbardoshligiga bevosita bog‘lig.
O°z navbatida, igtisodiyotning rivojlanishi va raqobatbardoshligi mamlakatda bargaror va
samarali bank tizimining tashkil etilganligi bilan bevosita bog‘liqdir. Bir so‘z bilan aytganda,
banklar va milliy igtisodiyot bir-biridan ayri holda rivojlanishining imkoniyati mavjud emas.
Ular biri-birini to‘ldirgan holda, bir-biriga 0‘zaro hamohang tarzda rivojlanib va takomillashib
boradigan igtisodiy-moliyaviy subyektlar hisoblanadi.

Xorijiy davlatlarning nazorat organlari faoliyati to ‘g ‘risidagi materiallar
umumlashtirilib, nrazoratni tashkil etishning zamonaviy xorijiy tajribasining o ‘ziga xos
xususiyatlari tadgiq etilgan.

Kirish. Zamonaviy boshgaruv nazariyalari boshqgaruv faoliyati sohasidagi nazorat
funksiyasini 0°‘z ichiga oladi va uni tegishli alohida funksiya sifatida ajratib ko‘rsatadi.
Serebryakovaning (2016) fikriga ko‘ra, nazorat har bir jarayonni, har qanday xodimning, har
ganday tashkilotning mehnat funk-siyalarini amalga oshirishi bilan bog‘liq har qanday faoliyat
turini amalga oshirish jarayonida mavjud.

Umumiy holatda nazorat jamiyat hayotining barcha jarayonlarini boshqarish
funksiyasidir. Bu ijtimoiy-igtisodiy tizimdagi barcha fikr-mulohazalarni kuzatish va ijtimoiy
rivojlanishning berilgan parametrlaridan paydo bo‘ladigan og‘ishlar haqida signallarni olish
imkonini beradi. Agar nazorat predmeti jamiyatdagi moliyaga nisbatan munosa-batlar bo‘lsa, u
holda biz nazariy asosga ega bo‘lgan va tashkil etish va yuritishning maxsus shakllariga ega
bo‘lgan moliyaning nazorat funksiyasi haqida gapiramiz.

Davlat moliyaviy nazorati masalasi moliya huquqi fani va amaliyotida eng dolzarb
masalalar-dan biridir. Zero, davlat mablag‘larining sarflanishini nazorat qilish , davlat
g‘aznasini 0‘z vaqtida va to‘g‘ri to‘ldirish masalasi 0‘z dolzarbligini yo‘qotgani yo‘q, aksincha,
tobora kuchayib bormoqda.

Moliyaviy nazorat turlari, shakllari va metodlari. Moliyaviy nazoratning
muvaffagiyatli va samarali o'tkazilishi uning tashkil etilish darajasiga hamda nazorat turlari,
shakllari va o'tkazish metodiariga bog'lig,

Moliyaviy nazoratni amalga oshiruvchi sub‘ektlarga ko'ra uning quyidagi turlari mavjud:

« umumdavlat moliyaviy nazorati;

* idoraviy moliyaviy nazorat;

« xo0'jalik ichidagi moliyaviy nazorat;

* jamoatchilik moliyaviy nazorati;

 mustaqil moliyaviy nazorat.

Umumdavlat moliyaviy nazorati davlat hokimiyat organlari (prezident, hukumat, Oliy
majlis, Moliya vazirligi, Davlat soliq go'rnitasi, Davlat bojxona go'mitasi va boshgalar)
tomonidan amalga oshiriladi. Bu turdagi moliyaviy nazoratning bosh magsadi daromadlar
tushib turishi va davlat xarajatlarining sarflanishi bo'yicha davlat va jamiyat manfaatlarini
ta'minlashdan iborat.
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Idoraviy moliyaviy nazorat vazirliklarning nazorat-taftish boshgarmalari va boshga
tarkibiy tuzilmalari tomonidan amalga oshirilib, shu idoraga bo'ysunuvchi korxona, tashkilot va
muassasalarning faoliyatini gamrab oladi.

Xo'jalik ichidagi moliyaviy nazorat korxona va tashkilotlarning igtisodiy va moliyaviy
xizmatlari tomonidan o'tkaziladi. Bu yerda moliyaviy nazoratning ob'ekti sifatida korxona,
tashkilot va muassasalarning xo'jalik va moliyaviy faoliyati maydonga chigadi.

Jamoatchilik moliyaviy nazorati davlatdan tashgari tashkilotlar tomonidan amalga
oshiriladi. Nazorat ob'ekti uning oldiga quyilgan vazifalarga muvofiq ravishda aniglanadi.

Mustaqil moliyaviy nazorat maxsus organlar: auditorlik firmalari va boshga xizmatlar
tomonidan o'tkaziladi.

Moliyaviy nazoratning shakllarini quyidagi mezonlar bo'yicha klassifikatsiya etish gabul
gilingan:

» amalga oshirilish reglamenti;

* o'tkazilish vaqti;

* nazoratning sub'ektlari;

* nazoratning ob'ektlari.

Amalga oshirilish reglamenti bo'yicha moliyaviy nazoratning shakllari quyidagilardan
iborat bo'lishi mumkin:

» majburiy (tashqi);

« tashabbusli (ichki). Yuridik va jismoniy shaxslarning moliyaviy faoliyati ustidan
majburiy (tashqgi) nazorat qonun asosida amalga oshiriladi. Bular, masalan, asosan tashqi,
mustaqil nazoratchilar tomonidan amalga oshiriladigan soliq tekshiruvlariga, byudjet
resurslaridan magsadli foydalanish ustidan nazoratga, korxona va tashkilotlarning
moliyabuxgalteriya hisobotlari ma'lumotlarini majburiy auditorlik tasdiglanishi va boshqalarga
tegishli bo'lishi mumkin.

Tanlov asosidagi nazoratda esa muayyan davr uchun buxgalteriya, moliya, statistika,
bank hujjatlari va boshqga hujjatlarning fagatgina ayrim gismlari nazorat gilinadi.

Moliyaviy nazoratning yo‘naltirilgan magsadiga va predmetiga garab quyidagi:

e Kompleks nazorat
e Mavzuli nazorat
e Mugqobil nazorat usullariga bo’linadi.

Kompleks nazorat — moliyaviy nazorat obyekti hisoblanmish korxona, tashkilot va
muassasaning moliyaviy va xo‘jalik faoliyatining barcha yo‘nalishlarni har tomonlama nazorat
gilish tushuniladi. Ushbu nazorat turida korxona, tashkilot va muassasaning moddiy, mehnat va
moliyaviy resurslarining butligi hamda ulardan magasdli foydalanish, buxgalteriya hisobi,
hisobotinign holati va sifati kabi jihatlar nazorat ostiga olinadi. Shuni ham ta’kidlab o‘tish joizki,
nazoratning tor texnikaviy va texnologik masalalari uchun ushbu sohaning mutaxassislari jalb
etiladi. Mavzuli nazorat — bir turdagi korxona, tashkilot va muassasalarning moliyaviy-xo‘jalik
faoliyatining ma’lum bir qismi uchun, jumladan, xo‘jalikka xos bo‘lgan tipik kamchiliklar va
gonun buzilishlarini aniglash hamda ularni bartaraf etish magsadida tashkil etiladigan moliyaviy
nazorat usuli hisoblanadi. Mugobil nazorat - operatsiyalar yagonaligi bilan o‘zaro bog‘liq
bo‘lgan va turli davlat moliyaviy nazorati obyektlarida turgan hujjatlarni solishtirishni oz ichiga
olgan tekshirish, bundan tadbirkorlik subyektlari mustasno3. Muqobil nazorat o‘zaro bog‘liq
bo‘lgan turli xo‘jalik yurituvchi subyektlarda yoki bir xo‘jalik yurituvchi subyektning turli
bo‘linmalaridagi moliyaviy hujjatlarni taqqoslash orqali amalga oshiriladi hamda ushbu nazorat
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turida xo‘jalik yurituvchi subyektlarga bormasdan turib o‘tkaziladi. Muqobil nazorat jinoyat
ishlari bo‘yicha yoxud nazorat qiluvchi organning garori asosida o‘tkaziladi hamda muqobil
tekshirish predmetiga taalluqli bo‘lgan hujjatlargina talab qilib olinadi va tekshiriladi.

Moliyaviy nazoratning turli xil asoslarga ko‘ra turlarga, usullarga va shakllarga
bo‘linishini tadqiqotchi olimlarning qarashlari hamda qonunchilik hujjatlarida belgilab
qo‘yilgani bo‘yicha ko‘rib chiqdik. Moliyaviy nazoratni samarali, maqsadli tashkil etish va
ko‘zlangan maqsadga erishishda moliyaviy nazorat obyekti, subyektining va ularning
faoliyatining o‘ziga xos jihatlarini inobatga olish hamda shu asosda nazorat usullari va
turlaridan foydalanish muhim hisoblanadi.

Tadgigot metodologiyasi. Maqolada davlat moliyaviy nazorati sohasida Xxorijiy
mamlakatlar taj-ribasi ko‘rib chigilgan bo‘lib, tahlilning analiz, sintez va ilmiy abstraksiya
usullari go‘llanilgan holda ilmiy natijalar ishlab chigildi.

Tahlil va natijalar muhokamasi. Davlat moliyaviy nazoratining evolyutsiyasi ko‘p
jihatdan mamlakatning siyosiy, iqtisodiy va ijtimoiy sohalari-da sodir bo‘layotgan
o‘zgarishlarga bog‘lig. Davlat moliyaviy nazorati organlarining ishlash tamoyillari esa ma’lum
bir mamlakatda shakllangan moliyaviy nazorat modeliga bog‘liq (Matveeva, 2020).

Qonunchilik darajasida ko‘pgina davlatlar moliyaviy nazorat va boshqaruvning
ixtisoslashgan mustaqil oliy organlarining mavjudligini ta’min-laydi.

Asosiy vazifasi milliy gonunchilikda belgilan-gan tartibda davlat moliyasi va davlat
mulkini bosh-qarish ustidan tashqi nazoratni amalga oshirishdan iborat bo‘lgan davlat organlari
oliy moliyaviy nazo-rat organlari hisoblanadi. Oliy audit organlari fao-liyatining asosiy
tamoyillari turli mamlakatlarda farg giladi, lekin odatda quyidagilarni o‘z ichiga oladi:

1. Mustaqillik: ushbu organlar o‘zlari tekshi-radigan tashkilotlar va siyosiy
aralashuvlardan mustaqil ravishda faoliyat yuritishi kutiladi. Bu mustaqillik ularning xulosalari
va tavsiyalarining obyektiv va xolis bo‘lishini ta’minlaydi.

2. Obyektivlik: oliy audit institutlari o‘z tek-shiruvlarini obyektiv, tarafkashliksiz va
xolisona o‘tkazishlari kerak. Ular o‘z xulosalari va tavsiyala-rini asosli dalillar va professional
mulohazalarga asoslashlari kerak.

3. Professionallik: oliy audit institutlari o‘zla-rining auditorlik ishlarida yuqori
darajadagi profes-sional malaka va professional standartlarni saglab golishlari kutilmoqda.
Bunga malakali va tajribali xodimlarga ega bo‘lish, tegishli audit metodologiya-laridan
foydalanish va ularning malaka va bilimla-rini doimiy ravishda oshirish kiradi.

4. Shaffoflik va hisobdorlik: oliy nazorat organlari davlat faoliyatida shaffoflik va
hisobdor-likni ta’minlash uchun mas’uldirlar. Ular o‘z faoliya-tida, jumladan, auditorlik
hisobotlarini e’lon qilish va aholini axborot bilan ta’minlashda shaffof bo‘-lishlari kerak.
Shuningdek, ular davlat organlari zimmasiga davlat mablag‘laridan foydalanganliklari uchun
javobgarlikni yuklatishi kerak.

5. Qonun va qoidalarga rioya gilish: oliy nazorat organlariga qonunlar, me’yoriy
hujjatlar va amaldagi boshqa standartlarga rioya etilishini ta’-minlash vazifasi yuklatilgan. Ular
davlat organlari-ning o‘z moliyaviy boshqaruvi va faoliyatida qonun-chilik va me’yoriy
talablarga rioya gilishlarini baho-lashlari kerak.

6. Samaradorlik va natijaviylik: oliy nazorat organlari davlat mablag‘laridan samarali va
natijali foydalanishga hissa qo‘shishi kutilmoqda. Ular dav-lat dasturlari va tadbirlari o‘z oldiga
qo‘yilgan maq-sad va vazifalarga tejamkorlik yo‘li bilan erishganli-gini baholashlari kerak.
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7. Doimiy takomillashtirish: oliy nazorat organlari o‘z faoliyati va amaliyotini doimiy
ravish-da takomillashtirishga intilishi kerak. Bu auditning yangi metodologiyalarini joriy etish,
texnologiyalar-dan foydalanish va ilg‘or tajriba va xalgaro stan-dartlarni o‘rganishni o‘z ichiga
oladi.

Bu tamoyillar oliy nazorat organlari faoliyati-ni aniglab beradi va ularning davlat
mablag‘larini boshqarishda shaffoflik, hisobdorlik va samarali boshqaruvni rag‘batlantirish
bo‘yicha o°z vazifalari-ni bajarishini ta’minlashga yordam beradi.

Oliy nazorat organlari oz faoliyati doirasida parlament, hukumat, davlat hokimiyati
organlari, shuningdek, boshqa nazorat organlari bilan o‘zaro hamkorlik qiladilar. Ular oz
faoliyati natijalarini davlat rahbari yoki parlamentga tagdim etadilar. Ushbu hisobotlar ommaga
¢’lon qilinishi kerak. Shu-ningdek, oliy nazorat organlarining konstitutsiyaviy darajada
kafolatlangan, tashkiliy, funksional va moliyaviy mustaqilligini 0‘z ichiga olgan mustagqil-ligiga
alohida e’tibor garatish kerak.

Xulosa va takliflar. Davlat moliyaviy nazo-rati organlarining xorijiy tizimlarini
o‘rganish shuni ko‘rsatadiki, tahlil gilinayotgan aksariyat mamlakat-larda davlat moliyaviy
nazorati organlari davlat moliyasini boshqarishda faol ishtirok etadilar. Ular o‘z faoliyatida
mustaqillik, xolislik va oshkoralik tamoyillariga amal giladi.

Bundan tashqari, tahlillar nazorat organlari ishini tashkil etishda umummilliy
xususiyatlar va tarixiy rivojlanishni hisobga olgan holda umumiy vazifalar va umumiy
tamoyillar mavjudligini tasdig-laydi. Guvohi bo‘lishimiz mumkinki, barcha mamla-katlar
nazorat organlarining roli va mas’uliyatini oshirishga, ularga zarur vakolatlar va tegishli mod-
diy bazani ta’minlashga intilmoqda.

Davlat moliyaviy nazorati bo‘yicha mahalliy konsepsiyani ishlab chiqish doirasida shuni
hisobga olish kerakki, nazoratni tashkil etish boshgaruvning majburiy elementi hisoblanadi,
shuning uchun uni nazorat tadbirining magsadi sifatida emas, balki davlat moliyaviy resurslarini
tartibga solish tizimi-ning ajralmas qismi sifatida ko‘rib chigish lozim. Bundan tashqari,
rivojlangan mamlakatlarda davlat moliyaviy nazoratini rivojlantirishning asosiy ten-
densiyalarini hisobga olish zarur, bu esa istigbolda ushbu sohaning rivojlanish yo‘nalishlarini
belgilab beradi.

“A person who cannot perfect himself cannot ensure the perfection of others.” Confucius

Today, various approaches to improving the quality of education are proposed and
implemented in practice. One of the modern approaches to the educational process is the
creative approach. As we know, terms such as creativity and creativity are widely used in
school practice. In the pedagogical and psychological literature, it is defined as follows.
“Creativity is a product of the intellect, embodied through a motivational structure. This
structure slows down or stimulates its manifestation.” As a “unit of research” of creative
expressions of a person, psychologists see intellectual activity, which combines mental abilities
and personal factors. Studying the problem of the typology of intellectual activity and
creativity, we see that there is an optimal and argued position on the issue of levels of
intellectual activity and their correlation with creativity. According to our scientists who have
conducted research in the field of pedagogy in the world, a 7-8-year-old child usually thinks in
certain categories. Then, there is a transition to the stage of formal operations, which is
associated with a certain level of development of the ability to generalize and abstract. By the
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time schoolchildren enter the 5th grade, they should learn to think independently, draw
conclusions, compare, analyze, find the specific and the general, and establish patterns.
However, this is often not observed. Because children find such actions as generalization,
comparison, analysis, and drawing conclusions difficult. In this regard, children lose interest
in science and the study of various phenomena. Passive perception and assimilation of new
things cannot be the basis of solid knowledge.

If we take the primary education system of the French Republic, one of the countries that
stands out in terms of the quality of education and meets world standards, as an example,
French children are required to start school at the age of six. The duration of study at this school
level is 5 years. The first year is an adaptation year, the next two children go to primary grades,
and then to secondary grades. This is how the principle of gradual complication of educational
material and smooth adaptation of students to new conditions and educational tasks works in
primary schools in France. In junior schools in France operating according to this schedule,
Saturday is also a school day, but classes are held only in the first half of the day. On weekdays,
children are at school from 9:00 to 17:00, but classes have a two-hour break from 12:00 to
14:00, when they can relax in the fresh air and play with friends. Primary - from 6 to 11 years
old - 5 years of study in primary school. During this time, children learn the basics of classical
school subjects and learn to clearly plan their daily routine. The morning of a primary school
student (L'école élémentaire) begins with a trip to the library. 15 minutes before the lesson,
children line up to exchange their read books for new ones.All library books are marked with
colorful stickers and divided into 12 blocks. For example, books marked with pink stickers are
for those who have just learned to read. And books of the most difficult level are marked with
striped stickers. This allows the teacher to easily understand what level the student is at.

Nowadays, only educated, modern, independent-thinking, intellectually developed,
highly qualified specialists in their profession can ensure the great future of the country.

Intellect (Latin: intellectus - to know, understand, perceive) is a person's mental ability;
the ability to accurately reflect and transform life, the environment in the mind, to think, read
and learn, to know the world and accept social experience; The ability to solve various
problems, come to a decision, act rationally, and foresee events. Intelligence includes
perception, memory, thinking, and speech.

We can distinguish three qualitative levels of intellectual activity: motivated-productive;
heuristic; creative. At the same time, the first level corresponds to the concept of “general
talent”. The second level is heuristic, when a person, having a sufficiently reliable solution
method, “continues to analyze the composition, structure of his activity, compares individual
tasks with each other. This leads to the discovery of new, original, much more intelligent than
the first appearance of solutions”.

The highest level of intellectual activity is considered to be the creative level. At this level,
the law identified by a person becomes not a formal method, but an independent problem.
Adhering to this position, we recognize the fact that two fundamentally different levels of
creativity correspond to two types of thinking - empirical and theoretical. The typology of
creativity is also based on this classification of levels of intellectual activity. At the motivated-
productive level, people are capable of solid hypotheses and original discoveries.

The second level - heuristic - is suitable for discovering new laws empirically, while the
creative level is proportional to theoretical discoveries. Taking as a basis the idea that creativity
manifests the quality of an integrative personality, we will analyze the components of
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creativity.

Today, in our country, major changes are being made to the school education system
based on the idea that "New Uzbekistan begins at the school threshold."” It is necessary to carry
out work aimed at developing the intellectual thinking of primary school students. It should be
remembered that the process of developing logical thinking should be carried out
comprehensively and systematically. Such work can be carried out not only in the classroom,
but also in extracurricular activities. The main task of teachers in this type of activity is to
competently select various forms and methods that are convenient and acceptable for young
children. Interactive methods are also important in that the teacher never sharply rejects the
student's idea, but only in time suggests the correct conclusion. As a result, the student will
understand his/her own mistakes. This will prevent them from becoming discouraged and the
possible defects in thinking that may arise due to this discouragement. Interactive methods are
based on mutual respect between the student and the teacher. Currently, there are many modern
teaching methods. Among these methods, we can say that the “interactive” method is the most
widely used and most effective method. Because this method can effectively influence the
intellectual abilities of primary school students. At the same time, the term "interactive" is
actually derived from the English word "interactive", which means "mutual influence" and
refers to the mutual discussion, thinking-based activity or joint solution in an activity or
method.

The opportunities for developing students' intellectual abilities through primary school
mathematics lessons are wider than in other subjects. This is because we implement
interdisciplinary integration by simply solving a problem in a mathematics lesson, and we help
students to relate broader theoretical knowledge to practical life, and in mathematics lessons
students also become aware of the changes taking place in their lives.

The authors of the theory of mental development distinguish the following stages of the
formation of intellectual learning:

1) the stage characterized by the identification of experience in the application of
learning;

2) diagnostic stage, in which the levels of formation of the studies are determined;
3) motivation stage;
4) stage of understanding the algorithm for using the method;

5) stage of direct application and comparison with other subjects.

Two active learning theories have gained wide application in teaching schoolchildren to
think: representatives of the first school developed the theory of the formation and
development of intellectual operations. The main idea of this theory is as follows: the
assimilation of knowledge occurs by students only as a result of the implementation of a certain
system of efforts. The action is functionally connected with the object being performed on it,
includes the goal of changing this object and the means of such change. All this together
constitutes the executive part of the action being formed. To organize the primary education
process on the basis of pedagogical technologies, a new approach to education, innovative
educational technologies, should be based more on the activity of learners, aimed at developing

their need and skills for independent learning. The teacher must move from the role of a
knowledge transmitter to the role of organizing the active learning process of learners,
managing their motivation and activities for learning, rationally supporting and
developing their existing needs for knowledge, free thinking, creativity, and
innovation in psychological and pedagogical terms. At each stage of the innovation
process, participants in this process must work in the following three areas: material
and technical; organizational; socio-psychological. The introduction of any
innovation, including the introduction of pedagogical technology, and its necessary
effect depend on how the members of the pedagogical team perceive the innovation
and their attitude to it.

In developing the intellectual abilities of primary school students

1. Non-standard problems

2. Logical problems

3. We will achieve our goal if we make wider use of problem types that lead to
problematic situations.

The development of the abilities of primary school students is an important part of the
pedagogical process.

With the help of a teacher, students should learn to think, highlight the main thing,
analyze different facts and points of view, compare and contrast them, ask questions and try to
independently find answers to them. Active daily activity is necessary for the development of
the student's personality. We need to create conditions for young students to acquire
knowledge, and then new inventions and innovations will appear in our country.

Conclusion. We consider the main direction of developing the memory of junior
schoolchildren to be the formation of indirect memaorization, that is, the use of auxiliary means
for memorization, including signs and symbols. This requires the ability to divide the
memorized objects into parts, highlight various features in them, establish certain connections
and relationships between each of them and a certain system of traditional signs. To develop
thinking, 1 use the following exercises: “additional object”, “grouping”, etc. One of the
important features of verbal-logical thinking is the functioning of concepts. The development
of verbal-logical thinking involves the formation of mental operations: analysis, synthesis,
generalization, etc. To develop comparative operations, | use tasks in which we need to
compare similar objects (fly and butterfly; table and chair; book and notebook; water and milk,
etc.) and ask them to name the signs of similarity and difference. We consider the formation
of positive motivation for the process of educational and cognitive activity and intellectual
tension to be one of the main tasks. I try to ensure the emergence of positive emotions in the
learning process. In this case, the deep inner experiences of the individual are connected with
cognitive processes (attention, memory, memorization, understanding), making the process of
developing intellectual abilities more effective.

Amir Temur (Eski turkcha: sl s — Amir Temur) (1336-yil 9-aprel — 1405-yil 18-
fevral) — o‘rta asrlarning buyuk turkiy askari va qo‘mondoni, Temuriylar imperiyasi asoschisi,
Oltin O‘rda, Mamluk sultonligi, Dehli sultonligi, Usmonlilar_davlati, Kavkaz va Erondagi
davlatlarni yengishi ortidan musulmon olamining to‘la yetakchisi, yeri 4,4 mln km? ga yetishgan
14-yuzyilliknig eng kuchli davlat quruvchisi, 35 yillik boshqaruvi va yurishlari chog‘ida biror
urushni yutqazmagan qo‘shinboshi, o‘tmishda ko‘rilgan uchta buyuk harbiy-taktik urush va
yurish qo‘mondonlaridan biri, Temuriylar uyg‘onish davri asoschisi, ilm-fan, me’morchilik,
san’at va adabiyot homiysi. Temurbekning yoshligi Keshda kechadi. Otasi Tarag‘aybek o‘z
chog‘ining odatlariga ko‘ra Temurbekka ot minish, ov qilish, yoydan o°‘q otishni
o‘rgatuvchilarni tayin giladi.

emas edi. Bir tomondan ayrim viloyat hokimlari Amir Temur hakimiyatini tan olishdan bosh
tortib turgan bo‘lsalar, ikkinchi tomondan mamlakatning sharqiy va shim. hududlari notinch edi.
Mo‘g‘uliston bilan Oq O‘rda hukmdorlari Farg‘ona vodiysining sharqi, O‘tror, Yassi
(Turkiston) va Sayram sh.lariga xavf solib, bu hududlarga tez-tez hujum qilar va aholini
talontoroj gilardi. Shuning uchun ham Amir Temur dastlabki yillarda mamlakat sarhadlari
xavfsizligini ta’minlashga katta ahamiyat berdi. Isyonchi amirlarga garshi shafgatsiz kurash olib
bordi. 1370-yil kuzi va 1371-yil bahorida amir Zinda Chashmga zarba berib, Shibirg‘on viloyati
bo‘isundirildi. Balx va Toshkent viloyatlari ham Amir Temur hokimiyatini tan oldilar. Ammo
Xorazm Oq O‘rda hukmdorlariga suyanib, hanuz bo‘ysunishdan bosh tortib kelardi. Xorazmni
Amir Temur Chig‘atoy ulusining ajralmas qismi deb hisoblab, uni 0‘z davlatiga ko‘shib olish
siyosatini tutdi. Ammo bu masala elchilar vositasida tinch yo‘l bilan hal etilmagach, Amir
Temur Xorazm hududiga besh marotaba yurish qildi. Birinchi yurishi 1371-yil yoz (iyul)ida Kot
shahrini egallash bilan yakunlandi. Amir Temurning 1373-yil bahori va 1375-yil yozida Xorazm
tomonga qilgan ikki yurishi natijasiz tugadi. Bu asnoda Oltin O‘rda xoni To‘xtamish bilan
ittifoq tuzib olgan Xorazm hukmdori Yusuf so‘fi, uning yordamida Amir Temur davlati
hududlariga bir necha bor yurish qilib, Qorako‘l viloyati va Buxoro tumanlarini talon-toroj etdi.
Bunday vaziyat shubhasiz, 1379-yilda Amir Temurni to‘rtinchi marotaba Xorazmga qo‘shin
tortishga majbur etdi. Lekin, bu yurish ham avvalgilari kabi sulh tuzish bilan tugadi. Biroq
shunga qaramay, Yusuf so‘fi ilgari Xorazmning Chig‘atoy ulusiga tegishli bo‘lgan jan. sharqiy
(Kot va Xiva sh.lari birga) gismini yana gaytadan bosib oldi. Amir Temur davlatiga nisbatan
Yusuf so‘fining tutgan bunday tajovuzkorona siyosati Xorazm ustiga Amir Temurning
beshinchi marta yurish qilishiga sabab bo‘ldi. 1388-yilda Xorazmning poytaxti vayron etilib,
uning hududlari Amir Temur davlatiga bo‘ysundirildi.

Amir Temur buyuk shoh va sarkarda, yoshlik chog’idan jang sanatini puxta o’rgangan
buyuk shohdir. U butun bir Movorounnaxrni gullab yashnatgan. Uning davlati va qudrati o’sha
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davr uchun cheksiz bo’lgan. Xalqini farovonligi va tinchligini muhim deb hisoblagan va buning
uchun jang-u jadallar gilgan. Ko’plab davlatlar ustidan g’alaba qozonib ularni o’zini tasarrufiga
olgan. Kuchli siyosatshunos bo’lgan. Uning “Temur Tuzuklari” asari butun bir siyosasatni,
davlatni boshgarishni asosiy qgoidalarini mujassamlashtirgan. Biz shunday buyuk ajdodimiz
borligidan faxrlanaiz.

Jaloliddin Manguberdi (1198—1231) — Xorazmshohlar davlatining so‘nggi hukmdori
(1220-yildan), Muhammad Xorazmshohning to‘ng‘ich o‘g‘li, kelib chiqishi Turkmanlarning
Begdili urug‘iga borib tagaladi. Jaloliddin 33 yil umr ko‘rgan bo‘lib, shundan 11 yili turli janglar
ichida o‘tgan. To‘liq ismi Jaloliddin ibn Alovuddin Muhammad. Onasi — Oychechak bo‘lgan.
Dastlab u taxt uchun asosiy da'vogar hisoblanmagan, chunki onasi Oychechak Aluddin
Xorazmshoh haramidagi kanizaklardan biri edi. Taxt vorisi G'iyosiddin Pirshoh bo‘lgan va
uning taxt borasidagi da'volarini onasi Terken Xotun go'llab quvvatlagan. Ammo, otasi o'limi
oldidan Jaloliddinni taxt vorisi gilib tayinlaydi, Jaloliddin Anushteginiylar Turkman Sulolasidan
Bo‘lgan. Jaloliddin Anushteginiylar sulolasidan bo‘lgan Xorazmshoh Alovuddin Muhammad
va uning rafigasi Oychechakning to‘ng‘ich o‘g‘li edi.Xorazmshohning zamondoshi, tarixchi an-
Nasaviyning yozishicha, u o‘zini turkiy deb hisoblagan, xususan: ,,Men turk, arab tilidan
bexabarman®, degan. Sulton Jaloliddinning shaxsiy kotibi Shihob addin Muhammad ibn Ahmad
an-Nasaviy uni shunday ta’riflaydi: ,,U qora tanli, bo‘yi past, nutgi va ifodasi turkiy edi, lekin
forscha ham gapirardi. Uning jasoratiga kelsak, men aytib o‘tgan janglar bu haqda gapirishga
kifoya qiladi. U sherlar orasida sher, jasur otliglari orasida eng jasur edi. Yumshoq edi, jahli
chigmasdi, so‘kmasdi”. Jaloliddin Manguberdi voyaga yetgach, otasi uni G‘azna, Bomiyon,
G‘ur, Bust, Takinobod, Zamindovar va Hindiston hududlarigacha bo‘lgan yerlarga hokim va
taxt vorisi etib tayinlagan (1215), birog Turkon xotun va gipchoq amirlarining gat’iy noroziligi
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sababli Qutbiddin O‘zlogshoh foydasiga vorislikdan mahrum etilgan. Jaloliddin Manguberdi
otasining harbiy yurishlarida ishtirok etib, o‘zining jasur jangchi, iqtidorli sarkardalik
gobiliyatlarini namoyish etgan (garang Irg‘iz daryosi bo‘yidagi jang).

Sind daryosi bo‘yidagi jang. Chingizxon katta qo‘shin to‘plab Jaloliddin Manguberdiga
qarshi shaxsan o‘zi otlangan. Fapdiz qal’asi yaqinida Jaloliddin Manguberdi Chingizxon
qo‘shinining ilg‘orini tor-mor keltiradi va kuchi ozligi sababli Sind (Hind) daryosi tomon
chekinadi. Chingizxon qo‘shini Jaloliddin Manguberdini daryodan o‘tishiga imkon bermay
qurshab oladi. 1221-yil 25-noyabrda bo‘lgan tengsiz jangda (Sind daryosi bo‘yidagi jang)
mag‘lubiyatga uchragan Jaloliddin Manguberdi 4000 jangchisi bilan 18-20 metrlik jarlikdan
Sind daryosiga sakrab, uning o‘ng sohiliga suzib o‘tib, cho‘l ichkarisiga kirib ketdi (Bu cho‘l
hozirda ham Cho‘li Jaloliy deb ataladi). Chingizxon Jaloliddin Manguberdining bu jasoratidan
hayratda qolib, o‘z o°g‘illariga qarab: ,,Ota 0°g il mana shunday bo‘lishi lozim!”, degan.

Chingizxon boshchiligidagi mo‘g‘ul qo‘shinlari Movarounnahrga bostirib kirib birin-
ketin shaharlarni egallab, Samargandga yaginlashganlarida xorazmshoh Muhammad Kaspiy
dengizi bo‘yida joylashgan Obeskun shahri yaqinidagi Ashura orolidan panoh topgan. Og‘ir

bemor bo‘lgan Muhammad o°g‘illarini yoniga chorlab, so‘nggi damda Jaloliddin Manguberdini
0‘z o‘rniga xorazmshoh etib tayinlagan. Jaloliddin Manguberdi ukalari Ogshoh va Qutbiddin
O‘zlogshoxlar bilan birga Gurganj mudofaasiga oshiqadi. Lekin Gurganjdagi qipchoq amirlari
Turkon xotunning akasi Xumorteginni sulton deb e’lon qilib, Jaloliddin Manguberdiga qarshi
suigasd uyushtirmoqchi bo‘ldilar. Bundan xabar topgan Jaloliddin Manguberdi Temur Malik
boshchiligidagi 300 suvoriy bilan Gurganjni tark etib Xurosonga yo‘l olgan. Niso shahri
yaqinida uni 700 nafar mo‘g‘ul suvoriysi kutardi. Jaloliddin Manguberdi shiddatli jangdan so‘ng
ularni tor-mor keltirib, Nishopurga keldi. Bu yerdan u barcha viloyat hokimlariga nomalar
jo‘natib, mo‘g‘ul bosqinchilariga garshi birlashishga da’vat etadi. Bir oydan so‘ng G‘azna
tomon yo‘l oladi. Yo‘lda unga Hirot voliysi, gaynotasi Aminalmulk 10 ming kishilik qo‘shin
bilan kelib qo‘shilgan. Qandahorni qamal qilib turgan mo‘g‘ul qo‘shinlari bilan 3 kunlik jangda
Jaloliddin Manguberdi ularni tor-mor keltirgan. Jaloliddin G‘aznaga 1221-yilda kirib kelgan.
Bu yerda unga xalaj qgabilasi boshlig‘i Sayfuddin Ig‘roq, Balx voliysi A’zam Malik, afg‘onlar
sardori Muzaffar malik, qarluglar yetakchisi Hasan Qarluq kelib qo‘shilgan. Ularning har biri
ixtiyorida 30 minglik qo‘shin bor edi. Jaloliddin Manguberdining o‘zidagi kuchlar esa 60 ming
suvoriy edi. Jaloliddin Manguberdi Valiyon gal’asini qamal qilayotgan Takajuk va Malg ur
boshchiligidagi mo‘g‘ul qo‘shiniga hujum qilib, 3 kunlik jangdan so‘ng ularni tor-mor keltirgan,
1000 dan ortiq mo‘g‘ul askari o‘ldirilgan, omon qolgan qismi Panjshir daryosidan o‘tib,
ko‘prikni buzib tashlashgan. Bu Jaloliddin Manguberdining mo‘g‘ullar ustidan qozongan
dastlabki yirik g‘alabasi edi. Chingizxon Jaloliddin Manguberdiga qarshi Shiki Xutuxu
no‘yonni 45 minglik qo‘shin bilan jo‘natadi. G‘azni yaqinidagi Parvon jangida Jaloliddin
Manguberdi mo‘g‘ullar ustidan g‘alaba qozonadi, biroq jangdan so‘ng Jaloliddin
Manguberdining lashkarboshilari o‘lja ustida o‘zaro janjallashib qolib, oqibatda Sayfuddin
Ig‘roq, A’zam malik va Muzaffar maliklar Jaloliddin Manguberdini tark etganlar. Bu tark
etishni sababi turlicha bo‘lgan. Masalan, Turkmanlar yo‘lboshchisi bo‘lgan Sayfuddin Ag‘roq
bilan bir arabiy ot ustida talashib qolishadi. (O‘ljalar orasida eng noyob ulush ot hisoblagan.
Otlar zotiga va chiroyiga garab bir necha ming tilloga baholangan.) Tortishuv paytida gizishib
ketgan Amin Malik Sayfuddin Ig‘roqni boshiga qamchi bilan uradi. Jaloliddin esa Amin Malikni
bu ishi uchun jazolamaydi (Amin Malik Jaloliddinning gaynotasi edi, balki Amin Malikni
jazolamaganiga sabab shu ham ham bo‘lishi ehtimol.) Bu nomusga chiday olmagan va qattiq
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ranjigan A’zam Malik Muzaffar Malikni olib, Jaloliddin qo‘shinni tark etadi. Buning natijasida
xoramzshoh qo‘shini yarmiga qisqaradi. Jaloliddin Manguberdining yonida faqat Amin Malik
o‘z lashkari bilan qolgan, xolos. Jaloliddin ko‘p yillar davomida Chingizxon qo‘shinlariga
qarshi muvaffaqiyatli kurashdi, ammo mo‘g‘ullarga birlashgan qarshilik frontini tashkil eta
olmay, Kurdiston tog‘larida halok bo‘ldi. Alamut hukmdori orqali mo‘g‘ullar Jaloliddin yaqinda
bo‘lgan mag‘lubiyatdan zaiflashganini bilib oldilar. O‘sha yili Cho‘rmag‘on boshchiligidagi
o‘ttiz minglik mo‘g‘ul qo‘shini Jaloliddinni osonlikcha yengib, Shimoliy Eronni egalladi.
Xorazmshoh Ganjaga chekindi. Mo‘g‘ullar ergashib Arranni egallab olishdi. Jaloliddin
Mayafarikin tog‘larida panoh topdi va shu yilning avgust oyida u saljugiylar tomonidan
yollangan noma’lum bosqinchi tomonidan o‘ldirilgan.

Jaloliddin Manguberdi hagida uning shaxsiy kotibi, tarixchi Nasaviy shunday yozadi:
“Jaloliddin gorachadan kelgan, o‘rta bo‘yli, turk lafzli odam edi. Fors tilini ham yaxshi bilardi.
Uning botirligiga kelganda shuni aytish kerakki, sulton arslonlar orasidagi eng kuchli sher edi.
Bir so‘zli, kek saglamaydigan, ochiq ko‘ngil, to‘g‘ri odam edi. U jiddiy shaxs edi. Hech gachon
kulmasdi. Juda nari borsa jilmayib qo‘yardi. U adolatsizliklarni yomon ko‘rardi. Jaloliddin o‘ta

qat’iyatli, nihoyatda irodali, murakkab vaziyatlarda, taqdirning qaltis sinovlarida o‘zini yo‘qotib
go‘ymaydigan favqulodda mard va botir sarkarda edi. O‘zbekiston hukumati Jaloliddin
Manguberdining mo‘g‘ul bosqinchilariga qarshi kurashda ko‘rsatgan mislsiz jasorati, vatanga
va 0‘z xalqiga sadoqat va cheksiz muhabbatini qadrlash va uning porloq ruhini abadiylashtirish
magsadida “Jaloliddin Manguberdi tavalludining 800 vyilligini nishonlash hagida” garor gabul
qildi (1998). Qarorga ko‘ra, uning yurti Xorazmda Jaloliddin Manguberdiga haykal o‘rnatildi,
yirik ko‘cha, maydon, jamoa korxonalari va boshqalarga uning nomi qo‘yildi. Jaloliddin
Manguberdining harbiy yurishlarida hamroh bo‘lgan tarixchi Nasaviy Jaloliddin Manguberdiga
bag‘ishlab “Siyrat as-sulton Jaloliddin Manguberdi” (“Sulton Jaloliddin Manguberdining
holati”) nomli asar, Magsud Shayhzoda esa “Jaloliddin” (1943 yil) dramasini yozgan. Jaloliddin
Manguberdi haqida video film, doston, p’esa va boshqalar yaratilgan. 2000 yilning 30-avgustida
“Jaloliddin Manguberdi” ordeni ta’sis etilgan.

Xulosa o‘rnida aytish mumkinki Jaloliddin Manguberdining hayot yo’lini tahlil
giladigan, o’sha tarixiy vogealarga bugungi kun ko’zi bilan garab baho beradigan bo’lsak, ular
bizni mana shunday tabiiy va ibratli sabog-xulosalar chigarishga undaydi. Birinchi xulosa shuki,
hayot bor ekan, davlat, el-yurt bor ekan, shu erkin, osuda hayotni ko’rolmaydigan, hasad va
fitna bilan yashaydigan, zo’ravonlik bilan 0’z hukmronligini o’rnatishga, xalq tinchini buzishga
urinadigan yovuz kuchlar hamisha bo’ladi.

O‘simlik (paxta, zig‘ir, jut) tolasi, jun (qo‘y, echki, tuya juni) dan
tayyorlangan. Gilam to‘qish uchun qirqilgan junlar yuvilib tozalanadi, temir taroqlarda taraladi,
taralgan junlardan ip yigiriladi. Iplar turli tabiiy bo‘yoqlar bilan bo‘yaladi. Shuning uchun gilam
ranglari o‘zgarmaydi va o‘zining sifatini yo‘qotmaydi. Hozirda sun’iy tolalardan ham
to‘qilmoqda.Gilamning paydo bo‘lgan vaqtini aniq aytish qiyin, chunki jun chidamsiz bo‘lib,
gadimiy gilamlar saglanib golmagan. Eng gadimiy gilam milloddan avvalgi VI-V asrlarga oid
bo‘lib, Tog‘li Oltoydan topilgan bo‘lib, u yerlar abadiy muzloqda bo‘lganligi sababli yaxshi
saglangan. Olimlarning taxminiga ko‘ra, u Axomaniylar davri forslari yoki Markaziy Osiyo
gabilalari orasida tayyorlangan (hajmi 1,8x2 m, nagsh mujassamoti: handasiy shakllar
nilufar gullar bilan bezatilgan, keng hoshiyalarida otliq chavandozlar, xoldor bug‘ular,
grifonlar tasviri bor).[1:Qadimiy va ilk of‘rta asrlar gilamga oid ma’lumotlar yozma
manbalarda saqlangan. Saljuqiylar davrida gilamlar (“ko‘nya”-topilgan joy nomidan)
ko‘plab tayyorlangan va Misr, Hindiston, Xitoyga chiqarilgan. O‘rta asrlarda Gilam uch
yo‘nalishda
rivojlangan:1.Ko‘chmanchivayarimko‘chmanchichorvadorqabilalarda;2.0‘troq(qishloqyokish
ahar) aholiorasida;3.Saroy ustaxonalarida. Tadgigotchilar Eron, Kavkaz orti, Markaziy Osiyo
gilamlarini alohida ko‘rsatib o‘tganlar. X VI asrdagi saroy (eron) gilamlari yaxshi saqlangan. Bu
gilamlar (“Turunj”, “Shoh Abbos”, “Bog‘”, “Ov” va boshqalar) amaliy san’atning nodir
namunalaridir. Ular miniatyura ustalari —musavvirlarning chizgilari asosida to‘qilgan. Gilamlar
Turkiyada, Boburiylar davrida Hindistonda (“Mo‘g‘ul”, “Agra” va boshqa), Misr, Suriya,
Kavkaz ortida taraqqiy etdi.XVIII-XIX asrlarda gilamlar Zakavkazye va Markaziy Osiyoda
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saroylarda emas, balki xalg orasida keng targaldi. Asosiy markazlari Kazax, Ganja,

Polsha,
Bolgariya, Ruminiya, Yugoslaviya patli gilamlari bilan bir gatorda patsiz gilamlar ham
tayyorlana boshladi.Gilam Markaziy Osiyo, xususan,0O‘zbekistan hududida juda gadimdan
rivojlangan  (Xorazmdagi arxeologik gazishlar paytida miloddan avvalgi 1-ming vyillikka
mansub gilam namunasi topilgan). [2:92]Gilam bilan,asosan,ayollar shug‘ullangan, naqsh
(quDlar (islimiy, girih, hayvon shakllari, turli narsalar tasviri, urug‘ tamg‘asi va boshqalar)ni
esa xotiradasaqlashgan.Bezaklarida yo‘lbars va tuya izlari, olma guli, uzum zangi, tuya bo‘yni,
qalqon,  of‘simliklar  ifodalangan, ayniqsa  hayvonshoxi tasviri keng
targalgan.[3:87]Mujassamotining berkligi, markaziy maydonning nagshli hoshiya bilan
o‘ralganligi (yo‘l-yo‘l naqshlar bundan mustasno) Markaziy Osiyo gilamlari uchun o‘ziga
xos bo‘lgan, nagshining aniqligi, go‘zal bo‘lishi va ranglarining uyg‘unligi ularning badiiy
gimmatini oshirgan. Asosiy rang qizil rang va uning 2-3 turi bo‘lib, ko‘k, qora, oq, sariq ranglar
ikkinchi darajali bo‘lgan. Ranglarning mohirona ishlatilishi bilan ifodali tasvir hosil gilingan.
Bir nagsh gismlarini turli ko‘rinishlarda bo‘yalishi bilan rang-baranglikka va jozibadorlikka
erishilgan.

Olmaliq, Samargand,
Xiva, Forish, Shofirkon va boshqa joylardagi fabrikalarda an’anaviy naqsh mujassamoti
va badiiy jihatdan ijodiy boyitilgan nafis gilamlar tayyorlandi.Hozirda gilam Farg‘ona
vodiysida, Qashgadaryo, Surxondaryo, Sirdaryo viloyatlari, Qoraqgalpog‘istonda rivojlangan.
Shuningdek, Samarqand, Urgut, Qo‘qon va Xorazm ham gilam markazlaridir. An’anaviy
gilamchilik hunarmandlik turi (uyda to‘qiladigan sifatida) rivojlanmoqda. Samargand va
Buxoroning ipak gilamlari ham keng tarqalmoqda. An’anaviy gilam rivojiga “Usto”
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birlashmasi va “Hunarmand” assotsiatsiyasi munosib hissa qo‘shmoqda.Xorazmda
gilamdo‘zlik to‘qimachilikning ko‘p yillardan mavjud bo‘lgan eng asosiy sohalaridan biri
hisoblanadi.Xulosa qilib shuni aytish mumkinki, gilamchilik juda qadimgi davrlardan
paydo bo‘lgan san’at turi hisoblanadi.
